David Parkinson: Youth Participation

There is lack of connection between adult world and young people.

We need to recognise that young people have views and want opportunities to get involved! Adults have all the resources and they need to be shared.

*4 principles (sorry, I didn’t get them I think Kat did)*
We need to plan LONG TERM: continuity, sustainability, coordination

UNICEF – Rights Respecting Schools programme – an attitude/lifestyle of teachers AND students. “Leadership, participation & democracy” – gained really positive feedback and effects.

How can we involve lots of different young people?

2. Arts, drama music

3. News letters – with feedback!
